
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Sales Taxes (2023 - HB 77): Increases the threshold 
for submitting estimated monthly sales tax payments 
from $5,000 to $20,000. Raising the threshold could 
remove an estimated 3,100 small retail businesses 
from the requirement of making monthly estimat-
ed payments. A “YES” supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 103-0. Passed the Senate 34-0. 
Signed by the governor. 

2. DRAM (2023 - SB 104): Establishes broad liability 
standards for serving alcohol, with a server having to 
knowingly serve a visibly intoxicated person and for 
that service to be the proximate cause of the injury 
or death. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 104-0. Passed the Senate 29-0. 
Signed by the governor. 

3. Fraud Prevention (2023 - SB 197): Enables the 
Examiners of Public Accounts to require state agencies 
that distribute benefi t checks to Alabamians to use 
eligibility verifi cation systems to avoid improper or 
fraudulent benefi ts, including the U.S. Department of 
Treasury Bureau of Fiscal Service’s Do Not Pay 
(identifying deceased persons), LexisNexis, Accurint 
for Government and the Alabama Department of 
Corrections population list. A “YES” vote in the 
House and Senate supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 102-0. Passed the Senate 31-0. 
Signed by the governor. 

4. Retail Theft (2023 - SB 206): Defi nes organized 
retail theft to include people who knowingly hide 
merchandise in their clothes or body, take items out 
of retail shops, alter the price of an item without the 
retailer knowing, or not scanning the merchandise’s 
barcode at the self-checkout register. The bill also 
creates a crime of organized retail theft involving 

individuals conspiring to commit retail theft, shoplifting, 
or receiving stolen property. The bill would make 

“organized retail theft” a Class B felony, punishable by 
up to 20 years in prison. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the House 76-27. Passed the 
Senate 34-0. Signed by the governor. 

5. Property Tax Assessment Cap (2024 - HB 73): 
Caps annual property tax appraisals at 7% for three 
years for residential and commercial property. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
House 97-1. Passed the Senate 30-3. Signed by the 
governor. 

6. Childcare Tax Credit (2024 - HB 358): Establishes 
a tax credit and non-profi t tax credit with a special 
provision for small businesses with fewer than 25 
employees. The bill includes a set-aside for rural 
areas. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 103-0. Passed the Senate 31-0. 
Signed by the governor. 

7. Asbestos Litigation Reform (2024 - SB 104):
Provides that within 45 days of fi ling an asbestos 
action, the plaintiff  must provide the parties with an 
information form attested by the plaintiff  specifying 
the basis for each claim against each defendant, 
including detailed exposure history information and 
the names of individuals who are knowledgeable about 
the plaintiff ’s exposure to asbestos. The legislation 
allows a defendant in an asbestos action to be 
dismissed from the action if not identifi ed as required. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the House 101-0. Passed the Senate 32-0. Signed by 
the governor.

8. Annual Report Repealed (2024 - HB 230): Repeals 
the Alabama Secretary of State Corporation Annual 
Report eff ective October 1, 2024, eliminating a 
government fi ling requirement and the $10 fi ling fee. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the House 100-0. Passed the Senate 30-0. Signed by 
the governor. 
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
