1. Employer Notice of Income Tax Credits (2023 
- HB 1006): Requires employers to notify their 
employees of the availability of federal and state 
earned income tax credits and child tax credits. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 22-12. Passed the House 43-20. Signed by the 
governor.

2. Remedies for Persons with Disabilities Act 
(2023 - HB 1032): Establishes that persons with 
disability may fi le a complaint for alleged public 
accommodation discrimination directly with district 
court without the need to fi rst exhaust all remedies 
available to them. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 23-12. Passed the House 
45-17. Signed by the governor.

3. Average Weekly Wage Paid Leave Benefi ts 
(2023 - SB 46): Requires the Colorado Department 
of Labor to calculate paid family and medical leave 
benefi ts based on the average earnings from all jobs 
the employee holds. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 22-12. Passed the House 
44-19. Signed by the governor. 

4. Job Application Fairness Act (2023 - SB 58): 
Prohibits employers from requesting information 
regarding prospective employees’ age and dates of 
attendance of educational institution on employment 
applications. Employers would still be able to verify 
prospective employees’ age to ensure compliance 
with age requirements. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 22-12. Passed the 
House 41-19. Signed by the governor. 

5. Ensure Equal Pay for Equal Work (2023 - SB 105): 
Requires employers to follow specifi c guidelines for 
each job opportunity or promotional opportunity to 

ensure pay equity. These guidelines include providing 
information regarding career progression and the 
terms of compensation, benefi ts, status, duties, and 
access to further advancement. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 24-11. Passed 
the House 41-21. Signed by the governor.

6. Retail Delivery Fees (2023 - SB 143): This 
legislation requires that if a retailer elects to pay 
the Retail Delivery Fee (RDF), then the retailer is not 
required to add the RDF to the price of the retail 
delivery, separately itemize the RDF, or collect the 
RDF from the purchaser. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35-0. Passed the 
House 62-3. Signed by the governor.

7. Protecting Opportunities and Worker’s Rights 
Act (2023 - SB 172): Amends Colorado’s 
anti-discrimination laws to establish that harassment 
is a discriminatory or unfair practice and requires the 
Department of Regulatory Agency’s Civil Rights 
Division to establish harassment as a form of 
discrimination in their complaint intake form. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
23-12. Passed the House 43-22. Signed by the governor. 

8. Construction Industry Contractors Wage Claims 
(2024 - HB 1008): Makes general contractors in the 
construction industry liable for any unpaid wages if 
the subcontractor fails to pay their workers. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
23-12. Passed the House 43-17. Vetoed by the governor. 

9. Consumer Right to Repair (2024 - HB 1121): 
Requires manufacturers of electronic equipment to 
provide third-party repair shops with the resources 
needed to repair the electronic equipment. This 
legislation specifi es that a manufacturer provides 
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certain parts, software, or tools at a cost no higher 
than that charges an authorized repair center. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 21-13. Passed the House 39-18. Signed by the 
governor. 

10. Prohibition Against Employee Discipline (2024 
- HB 1260): Prohibits an employer from disciplining an 
employee for failure to attend employer-sponsored 
meetings to discuss labor organization, religious or 
political matters. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 23-11. Passed the House 
45-19. Vetoed by the governor. 

11. Restrictive Employment Agreements (2024 
- HB 1324): Grants the Attorney General oversight 
of any employer/employee restrictive employment 
agreement concerning reimbursement for education 
or skills training should the employee leave prior to a 
certain time frame. Under this legislation the em-
ployer recoverable amount decreases over two years. 
Fines and penalties against the employer are 
established. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 24-10. Passed the House 
47-15. Signed by the governor.

12. Opportunity Now Grants and Tax Credit (2024 
- HB 1365): Transfers $3.6 million from the General 
Fund to a new grant program to help address 
workforce shortages in the state. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 25-9. 
Passed the House 55-8. 

13. GIS Database Date Errors (2024 - SB 23): 
Establishes that vendors utilizing the GIS database to 
calculate sales and use tax are relieved from liability 
if the GIS database provided erroneous data. The 
legislation also requires the Department of Revenue 
to update the database within 30 days of receiving 
requests to correct information in the database. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 35-0. Passed the House 60-0. Signed by the 
governor.  

14. Cumulative Impacts & Environmental Justice 
(2024 HB 1338): Establishes an environmental justice 
task force within the Department of Public Health 
and Environment to study the impacts of air 
pollution. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 43-18. Passed the Senate 20-13. 
Signed by the governor.  
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
