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1. Lawsuit Abuse Reform (2023 - HB 837): Prohibits 
a plaintiff  from bringing a lawsuit if the plaintiff  is 
more than 50% at fault, repeals one-way attorneys’ 
fees, and reduces the statute of limitations for 
negligence cases from four years to two years, 
among other major changes.  A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 23-15. Passed 
the House 80-31. Signed by the governor.

2. Business Rent Tax Cut (2023 - HB 7063): A tax cut 
package that includes a 1% reduction in the business 
rent tax from 5.5% to 4.5%, equating to $215 million 
in savings for businesses. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 38-0. Passed the 
House 112-0. Signed by the governor.

3. Prohibiting Banking Discrimination Against 
Business Owners (2023 - HB 3): Prohibits banks 
and credit unions that hold state and local taxpayer 
dollars from discriminating against business owners 
based on the business owner’s political beliefs or 
affi  liations. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 28-12. Passed the House 80-31. 
Signed by the governor.

4. Legal Advertising (2023 - HB 1205): Requires 
“truth in advertising” by prohibiting entities or persons 
providing legal services from advertising in a way that 
makes their ads appear to be advice from a 
governmental agency. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 26-11. Passed the 
House 79-37. Signed by the governor.

5. Employment Regulations (2024 - HB 433): 
Prohibits local governments from passing ordi-
nances that would penalize employers who change 
worker schedules without providing advance notice, 
known as “predictive scheduling.” This legislation 

7. Reducing the Tangible Personal Property Tax 
(2024 - HJR 7075): This joint resolution would have 
put a referendum question on the 2024 ballot asking 
voters to approve of doubling the Tangible Personal 
Property Tax Exemption from $25,000 to $50,000. A 

Passed the 
House 88-23.

6. Organized Retail Theft (2024 - HB 549): Increases 
the criminal penalties for organized retail theft where 
criminals are using social media to organize large 
groups to target the same business at the same time.  
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 36-3. Passed the House 83-27. Signed by 
the governor.
