
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Ad Valorem Tax Exemption Increase (2024 - HB 
808): Raises the sales tax exemption threshold of 
tangible personal property from $7,500 to $20,000. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 51-0. Passed the House 125-42. Signed by the 
governor.

2. Occupational Licensing for Military Spouses 
(2024 - HB 880): Allows the spouses of members of 
the armed forces to use an existing license in good 
standing from another state to obtain employment in 
Georgia. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 54-0. Passed the House 168-0. 
Signed by the governor.

3. High-Demand Career List (2024 - HB 982):
Requires the State Workforce Development Board to 
develop, approve, and annually publish a 
High-Demand Career List identifying those careers 
most critical to the state’s current and future 
workforce needs. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 53-1. Passed the House 
161-1. Signed by the governor.

4. Personal Income Tax Rate Reduction (2024 - HB 
1015): Accelerates the reduction of the state’s personal 
income tax by ten basis points to 5.39%, eff ective for 
the 2024 tax year. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 40-12. Passed the House 
165-0. Signed by the governor.

5. Removal of Water Rights from the Public Trust 
Doctrine (2024 - HB 1172): Removes the codifi cation 
of the “public trust doctrine” for navigable waterways 
and addresses private property rights concerns. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 34-18. Passed the House 107-60. Signed by 
the governor.

6. Tort Data Collection (2024 - HB 1114): Allows the 
Department of Insurance to collect data from certain 
insurers, rating organizations, and state agencies 
from July 2024 through November 2029. The bill is 
intended to provide legislators with comprehensive 
data to form future tort reform legislation. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
38-16. Passed the House 132-32. Signed by the 
governor.

7. Georgia Lemonade Stand Act (2023 - SB 55): 
Preempts a local government’s ability to establish 
or require any form of regulation for businesses 
owned by those under the age of 18 who sell less 
than $5,000 of non-consumable goods, pre-packaged 
food items, or non-alcoholic beverages, and who 
conduct their business on private property with the 
knowledge and consent of the property owner. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 50-0. Passed the House 139-30. Signed by the 
governor.

8. Insurance Bad Faith Reform (2024 - SB 83):
Clarifi es the procedures for automobile collision 
insurance demands and establishes guidelines for 
insurers to satisfy to prevent unfounded “bad faith” 
claims, which allows for recovery beyond the 
insurers’ policy limits. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 52-1. Passed the 
House 172-1. Signed by the governor.

9. Secret Ballot Election Requirement for 
Unionization (2024 - SB 362): Aims at incentivizing 
secret ballot elections in union organizing by barring 
businesses from receiving state economic incentives 
for new projects that do not utilize this method of 
unionization. This legislation will not apply to companies 
where an existing employment contract states that

future votes will be by card check. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
31-23. Passed the House 96-78. Signed by the 
governor.

10. Seat Belt Admissibility (2023 - SB 196): Allows 
for evidence as to whether the plaintiff  in a civil 
action involving a vehicle accident was or was not 
wearing their seatbelt to inform the jury of the 
factors contributing to an injury. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Failed the Senate 24-30.

11. Trucking Opportunity Act of 2023 (2023 - SB 
203 Am 2): Repeals the direct-action statute, which 
allows for lawsuits to be brought against motor carriers 
and their insurance companies as co-defendants. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed in 
the Senate 31-25.
