
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Property Tax Reform (2023 - HF 718): Provides a 
minimum of $100 million in property tax relief. The 
legislation also simplifi es and consolidates 15 levies 
into one general levy, automatically reduces tax rates 
when assessments rise, caps the growth of property 
taxes per year by limiting city and county spending, 
and makes the process of raising property taxes 
more transparent to the property owner/taxpayer. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 49-0. Passed the House 94-1. Signed by the 
governor. 

2. Government Reorganization (2023 - SF 514):  
Centralizes similar programs into single agencies to 
achieve the best outcomes for Iowans while saving 
nearly $18 million per year. It consolidates common 
technologies to improve operations, saving Iowans 
over $214 million over the next four years. Finally, 
it reduces agency heads reporting to the Governor 
from 37 to 16 and eliminates 513 currently vacant 
positions within state government. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
34-15. Passed the House 58-39. Signed by the 
governor. 

3. Medical Malpractice Reform (2023 - HF 161): 
Sets a cap on noneconomic damages of $1 million 
for individual doctors and clinics and will set a cap 
on noneconomic damages of $2 million for hospitals. 
These measures will stabilize insurance rates for 
small businesses, while also helping to revitalize a 
struggling healthcare system that has seen an infl ux 
of high medical malpractice lawsuits over the past 
few years. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 29-20. Passed the House 54-46. 
Signed by the governor. 

4. Commercial Motor Vehicle Liability Reform 
(2023 - SF 228): Limits commercial motor vehicle 
liability to a $5 million cap on noneconomic damages 
per plaintiff , broadens the list of exceptions to limit 
noneconomic damages, and narrows the conditions 
under which there is no civil liability against an 
employer for negligent hiring. The plaintiff  is allowed 
to collect 100% of the punitive damages and the 
cap will be adjusted for infl ation every two years 
beginning in 2028. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 31-19. Passed the House 
58-42. Signed by the governor. 

5. Youth Employment Opportunities (2023 - SF 
542):  Updates decades-old laws pertaining to youth 
employment opportunities. It expands the hours that 
minors may work with parental consent and adds 
many parental guardrails that will allow more youth 
opportunities in various new and exciting industries 
(work to learn). This bill will also provide Iowa’s youth 
with a safer and modernized work environment. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 29-18. Passed the House 60-34. Signed by the 
governor. 

6. Income Tax Cuts (2024 - SF 2442): Under current 
law, the individual income top tax rate rates are set 
at 5.7% for tax year2024 4.82% for tax year2025, and 
a fl at rate of 3.9% for tax year2026. Under SF 2442, , 
individual taxpayers will pay a fl at rate of 3.8% in tax 
year 2025. This is a 33% reduction in the top rate 
from this tax year going into next year, amounting 
to approximately $1 billion in additional tax relief. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 39-7. Passed the House 68-24. Signed by the 
governor.

7. Constitutional Amendment Raise State Income 
Taxes (2024 - HJR 2006): This Constitutional amendment 
would require a two-thirds majority vote in both Iowa 
legislative chambers to increase income tax rates. 
This legislation must pass both legislative chambers 
in 2025 or 2026 and then be placed before voters on 
the 2026 General election ballot. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
31-13. Passed the House 61-35. Governor signature 
not required. 

8. Prohibiting Tax Dollars to Fund Universal Basic 
Income (2024 - HF 2319): Prohibits unconditional 
taxpayer-funded transfer payments (guaranteed 
income) to Iowa residents. This legislation will 
prohibit cities and counties from creating costly 
taxpayer-funded programs in Iowa and help protect 
taxpayers against the redistribution of wealth that 
disincentivizes work. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35-13. Passed the 
House 55-43. Signed by the governor. 

9. Constitutional Amendment Flat Income Tax 
(2024 - SJR 2004): This Constitutional amendment 
would require that a two-thirds majority vote in both 
Iowa legislative chambers to change the fl at income 
tax system in Iowa. This legislation needs to pass 
both legislative chambers in 2025 or 2026 and then 
be placed on the 2026 General election ballot for the 
voters of Iowa to decide if the amendment should be 
added to Iowa’s Constitution. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 34-15. Passed 
the House 58-35. Governor signature not required. 

10. Consolidation of Iowa Boards and Commis-
sions (2024 - SF 2385): Eliminates or consolidates 83 
current boards and commissions and creates a new 
State Government Effi  ciency Review Committee.  This 
committee will regularly review the state’s boards 
and commissions for their usefulness and make 
recommendations to the legislature. This legislation 
will increase state government accountability by 
eliminating unnecessary bureaucracy and help make 
government more effi  cient for Iowans. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
32-14. Passed the House 54-42. Signed by the 
governor.
