
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Taxation of pass-through entities (2023 - SB 
2): Allows pass-through entities to make an election 
to pay tax at the entity level based on each owner’s 
aggregate share of adjusted gross income to circumvent 
the federal tax cap deduction of $10,000. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
48-0. Passed the House 98-0. Signed by the governor. 

2. Various tax matters (2023 - HB 1499): Provides 
over $100 million in property tax savings to qualifi ed 
taxpayers, including a temporary increase to the 
homestead tax deduction; expanding eligibility for 
taxpayers aged 65 and older; and temporarily limiting 
growth in school operating referendum taxes. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 49-1. Passed the House 98-0. Signed by the 
governor.  

3. Health care matters (2023 - HB 1004): This 
legislation addresses several health care matters in 
Indiana, such as limiting hospital facility fees for 
certain off -campus offi  ce services as well as 
establishing additional reporting requirements and, 
tax credits for independent physicians and for small 
businesses that off er individual coverage health 
reimbursement arrangement plans. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 45-5. 
Passed the House 90-7. Signed by the governor.  

4. Administrative rulemaking (2023 - HB 1623): 
Helps cut red tape by establishing the regulatory 
reform task force and making several procedural 
changes concerning the adoption of administrative 
rules. This legislation also permits a person to recover 
attorney fees if an agency issues an order based on 
an invalid rule or issued without legal authority. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 29-19. Passed the House 66-28. Signed by the 
governor.  

5. Payment for ambulance services (2024 - HB 
1385): Requires employers with fully insured health 
plans to pay out-of-network ambulance service 
providers at a rate set by the county or municipality 
where the transport started. If there’s no local rate, 
employers will have to pay 400% of the published 
Medicare base rate or the ambulance provider’s 
billed charges. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 44-5. Passed the House 
94-1. Signed by the governor.  

6. Wetlands (2024 - HB 1383): Lowers the number 
of wetlands that can fall under Class III protections, 
while ensuring that signifi cant, isolated wetlands 
remain protected. This legislation provides clarity for 
property owners and helps prevent permitting delays. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 32-17. Passed the House 64-30. Signed by 
the governor. 

7. Employment of minors (2024 - HB 1093): Amends 
current law relating to the employment of minors by 
repealing certain work hour restrictions and limitations 
on job responsibilities that minors 16 to 18 years of 
age can perform. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 39-9. Passed the House 
66-31. Signed by the governor. 

8. Disaster emergency (2024 - SB 234): Requires 
that the General Assembly approve a declaration of 
emergency from the Governor after 60 days following 
its enactment. This legislation ensures that emergency 
declarations have a time limit and are not extended 
indefi nitely without proper scrutiny. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
38-10. Passed the House 71-27. Signed by the governor.

9. Commercial litigation fi nancing (2024 - HB 
1160): Regulates the fi nancing of civil litigation cases 
in Indiana by prohibiting funding by certain foreign 
parties and commercial litigation fi nanciers from 
making litigation and settlement decisions. This 
legislation also makes the “contents” of commercial 
litigation fi nancing agreements subject to discovery 
under the Indiana Rules of Trial Procedure and 
requires funding to be disclosed during litigation. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 46-2. Passed the House 96-0. Signed by the 
governor. 

10. Tort reform (2024 - HB 1090): Allows the 
admissibility of seatbelt use as evidence in cases 
involving vehicle crashes, potentially mitigating 
damages for the party at fault. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 36-13. Passed 
the House 86-11. Signed by the governor. 

11. Project labor agreements (2023 - HB 1024): 
Prohibits Indiana’s local governments from choosing 
to require project labor agreements (PLAs) on public 
construction projects. This legislation provides 
opportunities for small businesses to bid on such 
projects. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 52-39.  

12. Tourism improvement districts (2024 - SB 61): 
Allows for the creation of tourism improvement 
districts within the territory of a county, city, or town 
by imposing an assessment fee on the businesses 
within the special district. This legislation creates a 
new tax measure and does not contain caps to help 
control costs. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 47-1.
