
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Workers’ Compensation (2024 - SB 430): Increases 
the maximum benefi t caps and provides multiple 
revisions to limit benefi ciary claims. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 40-0. 
Passed the House 122-0-3. Signed by the governor. 

2. The Act Against Abusive Website Access 
Litigation (2023 - HB 2016): Creates a civil action to 
limit website access violation litigation related to the 
federal Americans with Disabilities Act. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35-5. 
Passed the House 83-37. Signed by the governor. 

3. Income Tax Reforms (2024 - HB 2036): This bill 
would have enacted major revisions to the individual 
income tax code. It would have moved Kansas from 
three to two tax brackets and increased the standard 
deduction. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Vetoed by the governor. Veto override failed in the 
Senate 26-14. Veto override passed the House 104-15.  

4. Organized Retail Theft (2024 - HB 2144): Makes 
organized retail crime a type of “racketeering activity” 
under the Kansas Racketeer Infl uenced and Corrupt 
Organization Act, and amends the law concerning 
Attorney General authority to prosecute crimes 
concurrently with county or district attorneys. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
32-4-3. Passed the House 107-12-6. Signed by the 
governor. 

5. Individual Income Tax (2024 - HB 2284): This bill 
would have enacted major revisions to the individual 
income tax code. It would have moved Kansas from 
three tax brackets to a single rate of 5.25%, increased 
the standard deduction, and provided a cost-of-living 
adjustment to the standard deduction. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 25-11-
4. Passed the House 81-42-2. Vetoed by the governor. 

6. Local Restrictions on Plastic Bags and 
Containers (2024 - HB 2446): Prohibits municipalities 
from adopting or enforcing an ordinance, resolution, 
or regulation that restricts, taxes, imposes a fee upon, 
prohibits, or regulates the use of auxiliary containers.  
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the Senate 24-16. Passed the House 72-51-2. Vetoed 
by the governor.  

7. Unemployment Insurance (2024 - HB 2570):
Includes revisions to the taxable wage base, modifi es 
unemployment insurance rate contributions for new 
employers, and addresses applicant “ghosting” by 
requiring the Department of Labor to establish a 
system that enables employers to report candidates 
that fail to participate in job interviews.  A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 38-1-1. 
Passed the House 123-0-2. Signed by the governor. 

8. Administrative Rules and Regulations (2024 
- HB 2648): Allows for the independent review of 
administrative rules and regulations in an eff ort to 
prevent the enactment of costly and burdensome 
regulations. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 27-12-1. Passed the 
House 87-38. Vetoed by the governor. The legislature 
overturned the governor’s veto. 

9. Provides Income Tax Reforms (2024 - Special 
Session SB 1): Enacts major revisions to the individual 
income tax code. Among other items, the provisions of 
this bill moves Kansas from three to two tax brackets 
and increases the standard deduction. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
34-4-2. Passed the House 121-2-2. Signed by the 
governor.

10. Income Tax (2024 - SB 539): This bill would have 
enacted major revisions to the individual income tax 
code. It would have moved Kansas from three tax 
brackets to a single rate and increased the standard 
deduction. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 29-11. 

11. Third Party-Funded Litigation (HB - 2510): The 
bill would have updated the Code of Civil Procedure to 
allow a party to a legal proceeding to obtain discovery 
of the existence and content of a third-party agreement 
to pay expenses directly related to the legal claim and 
would provide a right to compensation based on the 
outcome of the case. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the House 83-39.
