BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Tax Relief Package (2023 - House Bill 3770): Tax
reform package increasing the estate tax threshold
from $1 million to $2 million. A “YES” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 39-0. Passed
the House 150-3-5. Signed by the governor.

2. Salary Ranges (2024 - House Bill 4890): Mandates
businesses with 25 or more workers post good faith
salary ranges for all job postings and businesses with
100 or more full-time employees to submit wage
data to the state. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the Senate 38-2. Passed the House
153-5-1. Signed by the governor.

SENATE ONLY

3. 62F Revenue Collection (2023 - Senate Bill 3
Amendment): Amendment to the FY24 state budget
that ensures revenue collected from the income tax
surcharge would be included in the 62F law
calculations that refund excess money to taxpayers.
A “YES" vote supports the NFIB position. Failed in
the Senate 5-34-1.

4. Income Tax Surcharge (2023 - Senate Bill 2397
Amendment): Amendment to the tax reform bill that
requires married couples filing federal returns jointly
to file state returns jointly. A “NO" vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 33-5-1.

5. Estate Tax Reform (2023 - Senate Bill 2397
Amendment): Amendment to the tax reform bill
that eliminates the estate tax for estates less than $3
million. A “YES" vote supports the NFIB position.
Failed in the Senate 5-33-1.

6. Sales Tax Holiday (2024 - Senate Bill 4
Amendment): Amendment to the FY25 budget that

establishes a two-week sales tax holiday in August.
A “YES" vote supports the NFIB position. Failed in
the Senate 5-34-1.

7. Plastic Ban (2024 - Senate Bill 2830): Implements
a statewide ban on plastic shopping bags, levies a
10-cent fee on other bag types with 5 cents remitted
to a designated state fund, and prohibits distribution
of plastic straws unless requested. A “NO” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 38-2.

8. Access to Energy (2024 - Senate Bill 2829): Allows
the Department of Public Utilities to terminate
natural gas service to existing or potentially new
customers and expands the state bottle law to
additional types of containers while increasing the
bottle deposit from 5-cents to 10-cents. A “NO"” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 38-2.

9. Commercial Property Tax Exemption (2024 -
Senate Bill 2856 Amendment): Allows municipalities
to provide a property tax exemption for properties
with multiple commercial occupants if fifty percent
are eligible businesses. A “YES” vote supports the
NFIB position. Failed in the Senate 6-33-1.

10. Income Tax Surcharge & 62F Tax Refund
Changes (2023 - House Bill 3770 Amendment):
Amendment to the tax reform bill striking changes to
the 62F tax refund law to split excess revenue equally
rather than refund a portion of what the individual
taxpayer paid to the state and strikes the section
requiring married couples filing federal returns
jointly to also file state returns jointly. A “YES” vote
supports the NFIB position. Failed in the House
26-128-4.

11. 62F Revenue Collection (2023 - House Bill 3900
Amendment): Amendment to the FY24 state budget
that ensures revenue collected from the income tax
surcharge would be included in the 62F law
calculations to refund excess revenue to taxpayers. A

Failed in the
House 25-130-3.

12. Project Labor Agreements (2024 - House Bill
4789 Amendment): Amendment to the economic
development package allowing municipalities to
require project labor agreements to bid on public
projects. A “NO" vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 154-2-3.

13. Commercial Property Tax (2024 - House Bill
4942): Bill allowing the city of Boston to raise the
ceiling on commercial property tax rates while reducing
residential rates. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the House 132-24-3
