
BOTH CHAMBERS
1. Health Care for All Residents (2023 - LD 329): 
Establishes a Commission on Guaranteed Health 
Care to evaluate and make recommendations for 
creating and fi nancing a system that guarantees
single-payer health care coverage for all Maine 
residents that could increase small business costs. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Favorable 
report passed the Senate 22-13. Passed the House 
79-66. Died before fi nal passage. 

2. Overtime Salary Threshold (2024 - LD 513): 
Raises the Maine overtime salary threshold from 
$42,250 to at least $55,068 in January 2025 with a 
yearly index. New federal rules set a higher threshold 
that indexes every three years. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Favorable report passed the 
Senate 21-13. Passed the House 76-67. Unfi nished 
business when the 131st Legislature adjourned. 

3. Pay Range Disclosure and Recordkeeping (2023 
- LD 936): Requires businesses with 10 or more 
employees to disclose salary and pay ranges on job 
postings. This legislation also requires all businesses to 
disclose, upon request, the pay range for a position 
an employee currently holds and requires employers 
to keep records of pay history information for three 
years. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position.
Favorable report passed the Senate 22-13. Passed 
the House 77-65. Unfi nished business when the 
131st Legislature adjourned. 

4. Require Minimum Pay for Reporting to Work 
(2023 - LD 1190): Requires businesses with 10 or 
more employees to pay the lesser of two hours of 
pay or an employee’s total shift pay if the employer 
changes scheduled shift hours without advance 
notice. Exceptions apply for good faith notifi cation 
eff orts and certain weather conditions and emergencies. 
A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Favorable 
report passed the Senate 22-11. Passed the House 

78-66. Unfi nished business when the 131st Legislature 
adjourned. 

5. Increase Minimum Wage to $15 an Hour 
(2023 - LD 1376): Sets the statewide indexed 
minimum wage at $15 an hour in January 2025 instead 
of allowing the current $14.15 rate to continue 
increasing gradually based on the yearly change in 
the Consumer Price Index for workers (CPI-W) for the 
Northeast. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Favorable report passed the Senate 22-11. Passed 
the House 71-70. Unfi nished business when the 
131st Legislature adjourned. 

6. Restrict Employer Ability to Communicate (2023 
- LD 1756): Prohibits employers from disciplining, 
discharging, or threatening an employee who refuses 
to attend an employer-sponsored meeting, listen to 
speech, or view communications primarily intended 
to convey the employer’s or their agent’s opinion 
on certain political and other matters aff ecting the 
business, including unionization eff orts. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Favorable report 
passed the Senate 23-12. Passed the House 75-66. 
Signed by the governor. 

7. Paid Family and Medical Leave (2023 - LD 1964): 
Provides 12 weeks of paid leave annually for the 
birth or adoption of a child, medical leave, family 
caregiving, safe leave, and military exigency leave. It 
establishes job protection for employees after 120 
days on the job. This legislation also allows employers 
to negotiate timing if a person’s leave would create 

“undue hardship” on the employer. It applies to all 
employers regardless of size and is funded by a 
payroll tax deduction on employers and employees. 
A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Favorable 
report passed the Senate 22-12. Passed the House 
79-65. Signed by the governor as part of the State 
Budget (LD 258).

12. Right to Repair Electronic Devices (2024 – LD 
1487): Makes available to independent repair shops 
parts or tools required for the diagnosis, maintenance, 
or repair of electronic devices. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Favorable report passed the Senate 
33-1. Unfi nished business when the 131st Legislature 
adjourned. 

13. Estate Tax Exclusion Amount (2023 - LD 1338): 
Reduces the amount excluded in the Maine estate 
tax from $6.41 million (in 2023) to $4 million for family 
farms, aquaculture, fi shing, and wood harvesting or 
to $3 million for all other estates. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Failed in the House 
45-94. Died in the Senate. 

8. Increase Income Tax Rate and Adjust Brackets 
(2024 - LD 1231): Establishes new income tax brackets 
and increases the top rate from 7.15% to 8.45% and 
shifts over $50 million in tax burdens to the top 
bracket. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Favorable report passed the Senate 22-12. Passed 
the House 88-57. Vetoed by the governor. 

9. Local Option Sales Tax on Lodging (2024 - LD 
1298): Allows municipalities to adopt by referendum 
a 1% tax on all short-term lodging. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Failed the Senate 11-21. 
Failed the House 65-73. 

10. Retail Theft Penalties (2024 - LD 2246): Relaxes 
penalties by permitting a third or subsequent theft to 
be charged as a felony only if the value of the theft is 
$500 or more. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Favorable report passed the Senate 19-15. 
The governor’s veto was sustained in the House 59-77. 

11. Legislative Review of Zero-Emission Vehicle 
Rules (2024 - LD 2261): Assures legislative review 
of rules to establish zero-emission requirements for 
new motor vehicles prior to the rules becoming fi nal. 
This legislation also requires Maine environmental 
regulators to report annually on the status of California 
Advanced Clean Cars II (and light-duty trucks) rules 
in other states. A “YES” supports the NFIB position. 
Both the Senate and House enacted the committee 
report without objection. Signed by the governor.
