
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Federal Tax Conformity (2023 - HF 31): Simplifi es 
state tax fi ling by conforming to federal tax law and 
saves small businesses money by exempting 
pandemic-era relief programs from state taxes. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 67-0. Passed the House 132-0. Signed by the 
governor.  

2. Environment and Energy Omnibus Bill (2023 
- HF 2310): Authorizes new energy tax to pay for 
electric vehicle subsidies and imposes highly complex 
chemical regulations on retailers of all sizes. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
37-29. Passed the House 69-59. Signed by the governor. 

3. Housing Omnibus Bill (2023 - HF 2335): Increases 
the metro area sales tax by $745 million over the 
next four years with revenue going to various housing 
subsidy programs. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 34-32. Passed the House 
70-61. Signed by the governor.  

4. Voluntary Paid Family and Medical Leave Plan 
(2023 - HF 2): Changes the Paid Family and Medical 
Leave mandate to a voluntary and customizable 
program. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Failed the Senate 33-34. Failed the House 64-68.  

5. Paid Family and Medical Leave Mandate (2023 
- HF 2): Establishes the government-run, $1.6 billion 
Paid Family and Medical Leave program that allows 
every worker up to 20 weeks of paid leave per year. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 34-32. Passed the House 68-62. Signed by the 
governor.

6. Jobs & Economic Development Bill (2023 - SF 
3035): Imposes new mandates on small business 
owners, including the paid sick time mandate and 
workplace meetings gag order. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed Senate 34-32. Passed the 
House 70-61. Signed by the governor.  

7. Transportation Bill (2023 - HF 2887): Increases 
vehicle sales taxes, gas taxes, vehicle tab fees, and 
metro area sales taxes by more than $3.5 billion over 
the next four years. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 34-32. Passed the House 
69-61. Signed by the governor.  

8. Health and Human Services Omnibus (2023 - SF 
2995): Establishes a government-controlled public 
option health insurance program and funds a study 
for the creation of a single-payer system. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
34-32. Passed the House 69-64. Signed by the governor.  

9. Net Operating Loss Eff ective Date Correction 
(2024 - HF 3769): Delays the eff ective date of a 
reduction in the Net Operation Loss deduction 
by one year, saving 4,850 taxpayers an average of 
$3,050. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 64-0. Passed the House 130-0. 
Signed by the governor.  

10. Labor Policy Omnibus Bill (2024 - SF 3852): 
Requires many small businesses to include salary 
ranges in job postings and eliminates the small business 
minimum wage rate. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 34-33. Passed the 
House 68-59. Signed by the governor.

11. House Tax Omnibus Bill (2023 - HF 1938): 
Increases income taxes by more than $1 billion over 
the next four years with the creation of a 12.5% 5th 
Tier Income Tax rate. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the House 69-57.   

12. Paid Family and Medical Leave Tax Cap 
Reduction (2024 - HF 5363): Would have reduced 
the Paid Leave Payroll Tax cap from 1.2% to 0.7% of 
qualifying wages and required adjustment of benefi t 
payments to stay under the cap. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Failed the House 62-68.  

13. Paid Family and Medical Leave Delay (2024 - HF 
5363): Would have delayed implementation of the 
Paid Leave Mandate from January 1, 2026, to January 
1, 2027, and allowed the state to delay an additional 
year if the program was not ready by the new date. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Failed the 
House 62-66.  

14. Paid Family and Medical Leave Weeks 
Reduction (2024 - HF 5363): Would have reduced 
the total annual paid leave benefi ts from 20 weeks to 
12 weeks for all employees. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Failed the House 62-66.
