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1. Establishment of upskill grants (2023 - HB 417): 
Establishes an income tax credit for business owners 
that hire and pay an intern or apprentice equal to 
or above the minimum wage. A tax credit of up to 
$1,500 for each intern or apprentice will be awarded 
to the employer as long as there is an increase in the 
number of interns or apprentices from the previous 
three years. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 124-29. Signed by the Governor. 

2. Missouri Employers Mutual Insurance
 (2023 - SB 181): Establishes the Missouri Employers 
Mutual Insurance Company (MEM) as a private 
insurance company and helps cap rising costs. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
House 134-4. Signed by the Governor. 

3. Missouri Rural Access to Capital (2024 - HB 
2170): Expands fi nancial incentives for rural Missouri 
businesses. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the House 86-56.

4. Establishes an Economic Sandbox Program 
(2024 - SB 894): Establishes an Economic Sandbox 
program and creates an offi  ce of entrepreneurship.  
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the House 117-7.

5. Corporate Income Tax (2023 - HB 816): Reduces 
the corporate income tax rate down 1% by the end 
of 2025. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 109-45.

6. Protects Small Businesses from Closure Orders 
(2023 - HB 1263): Requires local governments to 
compensate small businesses for extended closure 
orders. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the House 141-9. 

7. Employment Security (2024 - HB 2098): Modifi es 
the defi nition of “wages” to include vacation pay, 
termination pay, severance pay and holiday pay for 
the week that it is payable. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the House 98-45.
