1. Reorganization and Economic Development Act 
(2023 – HB346): Changes outdated regulations to 
allow a non-profi t holding company (Hospital Service 
Corporations), to partner with and continue serving 
members allowing for more aff ordable and accessible 
health care. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB po-
sition. Passed the Senate 41-5. Passed the House 
86-26. Signed by the governor.

2. Regulatory Reform Act of 2023 (2023 – HB600): 
The Regulatory Reform Act makes numerous changes 
to many areas of the business sector enabling 
employers to grow, expand, hire, and succeed in  
the competitive business arena in the state.  A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
25-16. Passed the House 72-38. Vetoed by the 
governor; overridden.

3. North Carolina Farm Act of 2023 (2023 – SB582): 
Makes changes in the agriculture, business and 
forestry sectors improving these business sectors for 
the employers, owners, and employees. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 34-9. 
Passed the House 77-38. Vetoed by the governor; 
overridden.

4. Regulatory Reform Act of 2024 (2024 – SB607):
The Reform Act of 2024 changes a long list of 
unnecessary burdensome regulations negatively 
impacting small businesses in NC. This bill enables 
the business sector in the state to grow, expand, 
hire and succeed.  A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 30-13. Passed the House 
63-37. Became law without the Governor’s signature.

5. Taxpayer Transparency Act (2023 – SB 234): This 
bill assists property owners with knowing what is 
required from tax Assessors each time a reappraisal 
is conducted in a county to ensure property owners 
submit the correct information to avoid fi nes and 
penalties. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position.  
Passed the Senate 46-0.
  
6. Career Development Plans/Study Individual 
Graduation Plans (2023-SB193): This bill would help 
young people in middle and high school complete 
career development plans and create a study by the 
Department of Public Instruction to help create 
individual graduation plans for students. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
49-0. 

7. Streamline Commercial and Multifamily Buildings 
Plan Review (2023 – HB332): This bill streamlines the 
process of commercial and multifamily construction 
to prevent costly delays and saves the developers and 
business owners money. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the House 105-11.
  
8. Increase Access for Small Employers/Insurance 
(2023 – HB688): This legislation would increase small 
employers’ access to health care by lowering the 
number of eligible employees from 20 to fewer than 
fi ve resulting in lower costs.  A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the House 111-2.
