
BOTH CHAMBERS HOUSE ONLY
1. Tax Relief (2023 - HB 1158): A compound tax relief 
package including income tax relief, property tax 
credits, and an increase in the homestead tax credit. 
A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed 
the House 84-6. Passed the Senate 45-2. Signed by 
the governor.

2. Legislative Management Study (2023 - HB 1487): 
Includes a legislative management study on the 
collection, remittance, and fi ling of North Dakota 
sales and use tax. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the House 81-10. Passed the Senate 
45-2. Signed by the governor.

3. State Childcare Assistance (2023 - HB 1540):
Provides $65.6 million in funding to assist with
childcare in the state. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the House 63-27. Passed the 
Senate 30-17. Signed by the governor.

4. Minor Apprenticeship Study (2023 - SB 2170): 
Allows minors 16 and older to work in construction if 
the minor is in a registered apprenticeship program 
or is a student participating in an approved career 
and technical education program. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the House 81-9. 
Passed the Senate 45-1. Signed by the governor.

5. Interchange Fees (2023 – SB 2217): Removes 
sales tax on swipe fees paid by merchants. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Failed the House 
29-64. Passed the Senate 26-21. 

6. Paid Family Medical Leave (2023 - HB 1460):
Creates a mandatory paid family leave program. A 

“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Failed the 
House 16-77. 

7. Minimum Wage (2023 - HB 1507): Increases 
the minimum wage to $9 per hour with an annual 
increase of 25 cents per hour. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Failed the House 13-80. 

8. Employee Verifi cation (2023 - HB 1527): Requires 
all businesses to use E-Verify to confi rm employment 
eligibility of potential employees. A “NO” vote 
supports NFIB’s position. Failed the House 5-88. 

Although this Voting Record does not 
refl ect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent a complete profi le of a legislator, 
it can be a guide in evaluating your legislator’s attitudes toward small business. Please thank those legislators who 
supported small business.
