1. Benefi cial Ownership Disclosure (2023 – S.995-
B/A.3484-A): Requires small businesses organized as 
LLCs to disclose benefi cial ownership information to 
the Secretary of State that is accessible to government 
and law enforcement agencies. A “NO” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 41-21. Passed 
the Assembly 89-55. Signed with chapter amendments 
by the governor. 

2. Captive Audience (2023 – S.4982/A.6604): 
Restricts employers from requiring attendance at 
worksite meetings to discuss labor organization 
activity, political, or religious matters. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 53-9. 
Passed the Assembly 112-28. Signed by the governor. 

3. Small Business Compliance Guides (2023 - 
S.7012/A.2364): Requires the Division for Small Business 
to publish an easy-to-understand small business 
compliance guide each year. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 61-0. Passed 
the Assembly 146-0. Vetoed by the governor. 

4. Small Business Regulatory Fine Forgiveness 
(2024 – S.9392/A.9966): Extended a New York State 
law that permits regulatory agencies to forgive fi nes 
levied against small businesses for certain fi rst-time 
regulatory violations. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 57-0. Passed the 
Assembly 147-0. No action has been taken by the 
governor. 

5. Retail Worker Safety Act (2024 – S.8358-C/
A.8947-C): Requires retailers with 10 or more 
employees to develop and implement workplace 
violence prevention policies that include de-escalation 
tactics. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 41-19. Passed the Assembly 102-
43. No action has been taken by the governor. 

8. Lawsuit Lending Reform (2023 – S.4146-A): 
Requires lawsuit lending disclosure requirements 
and caps lending rates to dampen the increase of 
frivolous lawsuits going to trial in pursuit of higher 
judgments. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 62-0. 

9. Short-Term Disability Benefi ts Increase (2024 
– S.9840): This bill increases short-term disability 
benefi ts from $170 per week to $1,177.32 per week 
once fully phased in, a 600% increase in benefi ts over 
four years. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 55-5.  

10. Extended Producer Responsibility (2024 – S.4246): 
Creates unattainable recycling requirements, bans 
certain products and chemicals, limits packaging 
choices, and imposes new regulatory and compliance 
burdens on certain small manufacturers. A “NO” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
37-23. 

6. Workers’ Compensation Mental Stress
Coverage (2024 – S.6635/A.5745): Allows employees 
to fi le workers’ compensation claims for work-related 
mental stress injuries. A “NO” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 41-19. Passed the 
Assembly 101-44. No action has been taken by the 
governor. 

7. Farm Tax Credit (2024 – S.9082/A.9824): Expands 
and clarifi es eligibility requirements for farm employers 
to claim the farmworker overtime tax credit. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
61-0. Passed the Assembly 144-0. No action has been 
taken by the governor.
