beverages. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position.

Passed the Senate 32-4-2. Signed by the governor.

2. Independent Contractor Annual Form (2023 -
Senate Bill No. 427 Sub B): Requires independent
contractors to file an annual designation form. A
“NO” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the
Senate 28-8-2. Signed by the governor.

3. Misclassification and Wage and Hour Law
Violations (2023 Senate Bill No. 1079 Sub A): Makes
certain “knowing and willful” wage and hour law vio-
lations and instance of misclassification in the
construction industry a felony while increasing
monetary penalties. A “NO" vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed the Senate 31-5-2. Signed by the
governor.

4. Outdoor Dining Extension - (2023 Senate Bill
No. 683): Extends the eased restrictions on outdoor
dining through February 15, 2024. A “YES” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate
36-0-2. Signed by the governor.

5. Mandatory Retirement Accounts (2024 - Senate
Bill No. 2045): Requires employers to remit a portion
of their workers’ pay to a state managed retirement
account program or face fines. A “NO" vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 35-1-1. Signed
by the governor.

6. TDI Expansion (2024-Senate Bill No. 2121 Sub A):
Increases the maximum temporary caregiver benefit
from six to eight weeks. A “NO" vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 33-3-1. Signed by
the governor.

7. Automated Checkouts (Senate Bill No. 2268 Sub
A): Limits the number of grocery store self-checkout
registers and levies fines for violations. A “NO” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate
33-4-0.

8. Parental and Family Leave Extension (2024

- Senate Bill No. 2467): Increases the amount of time
for parental and family leave from 13 weeks to 24
weeks. A “NO” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 30-6-2.

9. Psychological Bullying Bill (2024 - Senate Bill
No. 2473 Sub A): Creates new fines and court actions
against employers if a worker claims to be bullied by
the employer or other coworkers under a wide range
of workplace incidents. A “NO” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 36-1-0.

10. Captive Audience (2024 - Senate Bill No. 2785):
Prohibits employers from holding mandatory worker
meetings to discuss topics like the impact of union-
ization or the effects of labor policies on the business.
A “NO" vote supports the NFIB position. Passed
the Senate 32-5-0.
