1. Certifi cate of Need Reform (2023 - S 164): 
Eliminates the requirement of obtaining a Certifi cate 
of Need (CON) from the Department of Health and 
Environmental Control (DHEC), except for new hospitals, 
bed expansions, and nursing homes. The legislation 
provides exemptions for the relocation, acquisition 
and the construction of hospitals. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 30-6. 
Passed the House 118-0. Signed by the governor.

2. Unemployment Insurance Reform (2024 - H 
3992): Authorizes employers with installment
payment agreement approved by the Department of 
Employment and Workforce to pay unemployment 
compensation tax at the prescribed rate. However, 
the tax rate would revert to the tax class twenty rate 
if the employer fails to make deferred payments 
or fails to submit any wage report and payment as 
required by the Department’s approved payment 
agreement. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the Senate 42-0. Passed the House 
117-0. Signed by the governor.

3. Organized Retail Theft (2024 - H 4187):
Establishes a felony off ense for organized retail 
crimes punishable by up to $50,000 in fi nes and 15 
years in prison. Additionally, H4187 establishes that 
sellers of stolen goods would face penalties if they 
knew or should have known the items were stolen. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 44-0. Passed the House 87-21. Signed by the 
governor.

4. State Education and Workforce Development 
(2023 - H 3726): Establishes the Offi  ce of Statewide 
Workforce Development within the Department of 
Employment and Workforce to foster a customer 
centric workforce development system that is readily 
accessible, and highly eff ective. A “YES vote supports 

the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 41-2. Passed 
the House 102-3. Signed by the governor.

5. Paid Family Leave Insurance (2024 - H 4832):
Establishes a framework for employers to provide 
optional paid family leave insurance authorizing them 
to provide employees leave benefi ts for qualifying life 
events such the birth or adoption of a child. A “YES” 
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 
43-0. Passed the House 110-0. Signed by the governor.

6. SC Justice Act (2024 - S 533): Modifi es the South 
Carolina Contribution Among Tortfeasors Act to 
permit courts to consider the percentage of fault of 
nonparties or parties involved with settlement agree-
ments. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Failed the Senate 20-23.

7. Convention of States (2023 - H 3676): Adds South 
Carolina to the list of States calling for a convention 
of states to support a balanced budget amendment 
to the constitution.  A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the House 68-30.
