
BOTH CHAMBERS

1. Tax Reform (2023 - HB 323): Includes $400 million 
in tax relief for small business. Adopted a “single 
sales” factor, which reduces business taxes by raising 
various exemption thresholds. A “YES” vote supports 
the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 31-2. Passed 
the House 89-6. Signed by the governor.

2. Tangible Personal Property Tax Reform 
(2023 - SB 384): Provides an exemption threshold for 
more than half of fi lers of the tangible personal 
property tax beginning in 2025. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 31-0. 
Passed the House 86-0. Signed by the governor.

3. Unemployment Reform (2023 - HB 1060):
Amends provisions related to work search 
requirements to qualify for unemployment insurance 
benefi ts, increases weekly work search requirements, 
and allows employers to report interview “no-shows” 
easily. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 25-6. Passed the House 79-19. 
Signed by the governor.

4. Worker Output (2023 - HB 774): Prohibits local 
governments from enacting ordinances regulating 
work hours, employee output and employer-provided 
benefi ts. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 26-5. Passed the House 69-23. 
Signed by the governor.

5. Secret Ballot Protection (2023 - HB 1342): 
Preserves the right of a secret ballot in unionization 
eff orts in instances where employers receive
economic development incentives. A “YES” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 27-5. 
Passed the House 68-22. Signed by the governor.

6. Franchise Tax Reform (2024 - SB 2103): Cuts 
franchise tax for fi lers using property component and 
moves all fi lers to net worth calculation. Establishes a 
$1.5 billion refund program for property tax fi lers. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 25-6. Passed the House 69-23. Signed by the 
governor.

7. Statewide Property Tax (2023 - 2024: HJR 81): 
Initiates a state ballot initiative process for the 2026 
general election to prohibit a statewide property tax 
system. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 26-6. Passed the House 81-11. 
Signed by the governor.

8. Unpaid Wage Claims (2024 - HB 2113): Adopts 
the federal statute of limitations of three years on 
unpaid wage claims. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 25-4. Passed the 
House 69-23. Signed by the governor.

9. Defi nition of Work (2024 - HB 2110): Makes clear 
the term “work” has the same meaning as interpreted 
by the U.S. Supreme Court for purposes of the Fair 
Labor Standards Act and the Portal-to-Portal Act 
of 1947. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position. 
Passed the Senate 26-4. Passed the House 73-23. 
Signed by the governor.

10. Tort Reform (2024 - SB 2221): Clarifi es that 
businesses can use technology without facing 
signifi cant liability in the ordinary course of business 
through abuses of the state’s wiretapping law. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 27-2. Passed the House 79-15. Signed by the 
governor.
