SENATE ONLY

1. Consumer Review Fairness Amendments (2024 
- HB63): Creates the Utah Consumer Review Fairness 
Act prohibiting companies from requiring customers 
to sign a form limiting their ability to post a negative 
review about a business. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the House by 71-0. Passed the 
Senate 27-0.     

2. Income Tax Amendments (2024 - SB69): Lowers 
the state’s income tax rate from 4.65% to 4.55%. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 24-3. Passed the House 68-0. Signed by the 
governor.

3. Tax Revisions (2023 - HB54): Lowers the state 
individual and corporate tax rate from 4.85% to 
4.65%; allows a second dependent exemption to be 
claimed in the year of birth; and expands the Social 
Security credit. This legislation also removes the state 
sales tax on food contingent on the passage of the 
constitutional amendment to remove the earmark on 
income tax. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 22-6-1. Passed the House 50-11-14. 
Signed by the governor.

4. Transportation Tax Modifi cations (2023 - 
HB301): Creates more parity in transportation tax 
by reducing the tax on fuel for gas powered vehicles 
and creating a tax on electric vehicle chargers. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 19-5. Passed the House 57-16. Signed by the 
governor.

5. Higher Education Amendments (2024 - SB192): 
Directs the Talent Ready Utah Board to create 
initiatives to expand the credentialed programs in 
the state. This legislation prioritizes work experience 
in the education process and would expand the pool 

of work-ready labor. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the Senate 27-0. Passed the 
House 74-0.     

6. Property Transaction Amendments (2024 - SB30): 
Requires the disclosure of property price to the county 
upon ownership transfer and makes property purchase 
price private for the purposes of the Government 
Records Access and Management Act. A “NO” vote 
supports the NFIB position. Passed the Senate 21-7-1. 
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Votes by your state legislators on key small business issues are listed here. Although this Voting Record does not 
refl ect all elements considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent a complete profi le of a legislator, 
it can be a guide in evaluating your legislator’s attitudes toward small business. Please thank those legislators who 
supported small business.
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
