
BOTH CHAMBERS SENATE ONLY

1. Prescription Drug Transparency (2023 – SF 
0151): Prohibits certain actions by pharmacy 
benefi t managers and authorizes pharmacies to 
decline to provide pharmacy services if the pharmacy 
or pharmacist is to be paid less than the pharmacy 
acquisition cost for the pharmacy providing pharmacy 
services. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the Senate 23-8. Passed House 40-21-1. 
Signed by the governor. 

2. Property Tax Refund Program (2023 – HB 0099): 
Amends qualifi cations for the property tax refund 
program and the optional property tax refund 
program. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed the House 62-0. Passed the Senate 19-12. 

3. Electronic Payment of Sales and Use Tax (2023 – 
HB 0229): Establishes that the Department of Revenue 
and county treasurers may provide an option for 
the collection of sales and use taxes electronically. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
House 61-0-1. Passed the Senate 31-0. 

4. Property Tax Refund Program (2024 – HB 0004): 
Allows a graduated refund of a portion of property 
taxes paid by a person dependent upon the gross 
household income. A “YES” vote supports the NFIB 
position. Passed the House 45-17. Passed the Senate 
30-1.  

5. Cap on Property Taxes (2024 – HB 0045): Places 
a 4% cap on all year-to-year property tax increases. It 
goes into eff ect in 2025. A “YES” vote supports the 
NFIB position. Passed the House 62-0. Passed the 
Senate 29-1.  

6. Environmental, Social, and Governmental 
policies (2023 – SF 0172): Places restrictions on 
hiring and retention of investment managers, 
trustees, and fi duciaries who invest state funds. A 

“YES” vote supports the NFIB position. Passed the 
Senate 17-14.
